A letter from Motber Susan

For in the day of trouble he shall keep me safe in his shelter; he shall hide me in the secrecy of his
dwelling and set me high upon a rock. (Psalm 27:7)

H e had gone down to the river to meditate and reflect on the day. Having arrived early for choir
practice a couple of weeks ago, Brad, one of our parishioners, was taking advantage of a pleasant
evening to sit in the Memorial Garden for peace and quiet. He became aware of the presence of another
person...a man...obviously distraught...heading for the river bank. The man paused, stepped down the
bank, then turned to Brad and asked for help. Brad approached him and offered him a hand up. He
guided him to sit down on the bench where he spent the next thirty minutes listening to this man's story.
Skilled in listening, Brad was able to connect with this stranger as a human being and provided enough
space for him to turn his life from the direction it was heading, toward a more positive place. For this
stranger who had stumbled onto St. Paul's property, Brad was able to provide a safe haven.

SAFE HAVEN...these words have been spoken on more than one occasion in our past two meetings
of the St. Paul's Visioning Committee. Many believe that St. Paul's, tucked between the busy traffic of
the Lincoln Highway on our front and the scenic banks of the St. Joseph River to our back, has the po-
tential to become a safe haven to pilgrims on the way. The image of safe haven has begun to surface into
our consciousness, but for Brad and the man whom he befriended, the haven was a reality.

As we continue with our visioning, we are not sure where this image will take us; but we are prayer-
fully discerning God's direction. Just how is it that St. Paul's can be a safe haven within the community
of Mishawaka?

We have one idea already. St. Paul's is pleased to announce that we have formed an exciting partner-
ship with the Literacy Council of St. Joseph County. [See p 6. Ed.] We learned that the Literacy Coun-
cil has a waiting list of adults who want to learn how to read but who have no one to tutor them. Several
St. Paul's parishioners have stepped up and volunteered to become trained as tutors. We are also hopeful
that St. Paul's can lead the way in showing other area churches how they can make a difference in the
literacy levels of our community. We can begin to live the words of the Psalm above by providing a safe
haven of relationships through which individuals can learn to read. For someone who does not yet know
how to read, what higher rock is there than to learn?

Very soon, we will be announcing training dates for those who want to tutor. It is not too late to join
our group. If you are willing to spend a little time each week helping an adult learn to read, then you are
ready to provide a safe haven. Please let us know by speaking either to Mother Susan or to Jude Keltner.
You can also help by contributing to training costs. Two training sessions will cost the group $500. We
are working now to raise that money. You may contribute by making a donation to St. Paul's Church and
noting in the memo that your contribution is for the Literacy Project.

And by all means, pray for St. Paul's as it engages in its ministry of safe haven. There are many pil-
grims on the way, and we remember our patron's council who advises us not to neglect to show hospital-
ity to strangers, for we could be entertaining angels
unawares. Brad showed this kind of hospitality a
couple of weeks ago. Are we not all called to that?

St. Paul’s Literacy Project

otivated by an abiding interest to improve the quality of life in Mishawaka through education, the

St. Paul's Outreach Committee recently chose to partner with the Literacy Council of St. Joseph
County by providing tutors for adult learners who seek to improve literacy skills. The Literacy Council
has over forty years of experience helping adults in our community improve literacy skills via one-on-
one tutoring. There are currently fifteen Mishawaka residents on the waiting list for tutors. These are
motivated adults who have sought the services of the Literacy Council and are presently waiting for tu-
tors to become available. Countywide, an average of fifty individuals await tutors at any time.

If you wish to make an immediate impact right here in Mishawaka, please
consider becoming a literacy tutor. Special training sessions will be conducted
for St. Paul's in the near future. Training will consist of two three-hour sessions
(a total of six hours) that present strategies for working with adult learners and
introduce the nationally recognized curriculum adopted by the Literacy Coun-
cil. Upon completion of training, each tutor will be matched with a Mishawaka
resident. Tutors will be expected to prepare lesson plans and meet with their
students once a week for an hour and a half, at a time and place that is mutually ONE 0UT OF FIVE
convenient. Most meetings occur at the public library, but any reasonably quiet PEOPLE
place, including the St. Paul's undercroft or parish house. CAN'T READ THIS.

Compassion and patience are the only prerequisites for becoming a literacy
tutor. Because this is not a regularly scheduled or event-driven outreach project,
tutors will have total freedom to schedule sessions at times that are convenient for tutor and student. The
Outreach Committee is hopeful that this flexibility will encourage broad participation. The committee
anticipates that St. Paul's tutors will meet periodically as a group to share experiences, support one an-
other, and pray for our students.

If tutoring is not for you, there will be opportunities for St. Paul's to support the Literacy Council in
other ways, such as fundraising and awareness projects. Currently the Outreach Committee is seeking to
raise funds to cover the cost of training. If you would like to donate to this endeavor, please make your
contribution to St. Paul's Church, designating it for the Literacy Project.

Round and About the Vestry

S t. Paul’s Vestry met on September 9. They approved expenditures for repair of the pews damaged in the ceil-
ing incident, and for signs directing visitors who arrive in the porch. Ted Mullet attended the meeting to report

on his review of parish finances, which have improved greatly over the past five years. This was not a full audit,
which would be extremely costly and is, in Ted’s view, not necessary. The current assessment of the financial
statements is appropriate for the needs of St. Paul’s and are is in accordance with the requests of the diocese.

Mother Susan reported on the Town Hall Meeting, the Visioning Committee, and the new Sunday School pro-
gram. The vestry discussed the (then) proposed burning of the Quran and how best to respond, and it was decided
that we should wait to hear from Margaret Kenney, who is involved in a Christian-Muslim dialogue, to determine
our best response.

The memorial garden was discussed; Mother Susan will take over the supervision of its condition.

Important: Jack Frieden will retire from the treasurer’s position at the end of the year and Gina Meyers, who
does most of the accounting, has expressed a desire to step down as well. Candidates for those jobs are needed.
